While in Shanghai, we visited a Buddhist
Temple which housed (among other
idols) this statue of Buddha. A sign
giving the information on this statue
stated: “The Statue of the Sakamuni (the
first Buddha of Buddhism) is made out
of Myanmar (Burmese) white Jade,
stands 3.87 meters high and weighs 11
tons.
